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CLARENDON TOWN BOARD

Meeting Highlights - MAY 2023

Councilman/Deputy Supervisor Allen Robinson com-
mended the office staff at the Town Hall and thanked them
for helping him fill in for the Supervisor while he was
away.

HIGHWAY/WATER DEPARTMENT REPORT
Superintendent Tracy Chalker reported that the truck prep-
arations are finished; plows are off, etc. There have been
three burials in Hillside Cemetery this month. Eight hun-
dred ton of crusher run has been brought in for shoulder
work. Powerline Road has been paved between Route
31A and Hindsburg with help from the Town of Albion;
work share program. Shoulders will be replaced. Lawn
restoration from plow damage is finished. Town proper-
ties continue to be mowed; work has been done in the cem-
eteries. Truck 404 was taken to Gerber Collision to repair
the wing damage done during the Christmas storm; Truck
402 needs the drive shaft rebuilt. The Clarendon Highway
crew helped the Town of Shelby with paving Main Street
in Medina and the Shelby Town Hall parking lot; work
share program. Multiple deer have been picked-up road-
side. Routine waterline and testing maintenance continues.
124 red tags were hung for non-payment of water bills;
this cost the town 12-man hours and fuel. Superintendent
Chalker will attend highway training in Ithaca from June
5-7,2023. The governor has increased CHIPS funding for
the towns; Clarendon will get a total of $18, 616.02 which
will chipseal % of mile of road. Two road barriers and
bump signs have been stolen off Powerline & Hindsburg
Roads. Superintendent asked that anyone with information
about the theft to please contact him. It has been a busy
month.

PLANNING BOARD REPORT

Chairman Dave Griggs submitted the following report:
04-28-2023 (Regular Meeting) - Meeting canceled due to
insufficient agenda items. 05-09-2023 (Regular meeting)
SP-22-01 All American Diesel — Special Use Permit Re-
newal, 5267 County Line Road. Inspected, Fee paid, No
outstanding complaints. A motion was made, seconded and
approved to approve renewal.

SUPERVISOR REPORT

Supervisor Richard Moy thanked all for keeping business
running smooth while he was gone. He appreciates know-
ing that Clarendon has such capable people working for
the town.

CORRESPONDENCE

NYS Comptroller has sent a report for local governments
regarding adapting to climate change. This document is
available for review upon request in the Clerk’s Office.
Traffic diversion proceeds have been received in the
amount of $2,111.00 for the first quarter in 2023. NYS
Department of State has sent information regarding the NY
Consolidated Funding Program. Supervisor reported that
upon review of the programs available, nothing appeared
to relate to Clarendon.

OLD BUSINESS

The Town Board adopted a Resolution adopting the pro-
posed zoning ordinance amendments. Supervisor Moy
gave an update on progress of Water District No. 14.
MRB Engineers told him that the income survey was com-
pleted and that Rural Development was not accepting ap-
plications. Supervisor Moy contacted Rural Development
and was told they have received nothing for WD#14. Su-
pervisor called MRB back and relayed the message; the
company that was to do the income survey hadn’t complet-
ed it. Supervisor Moy will attend a zoom meeting regard-
ing uses of ARPA funding. The town needs to allocate
funds to projects by 2024 and monies need to be spent by
the end of 2025. There is currently $226,000 left to spend.
General discussion was held regarding possible uses in-
cluding a new salt shed and equipment (mini loader with
extended boom).  Superintendent Chalker stated that a
new salt shed meets requirements for a grant application
and informed the board that this fall, he will be asking to
replace the 2011 Mack dump truck. He still has not re-
ceived delivery of the new pick-up truck. The Town
Board adopted the 2023 NYS Retirement Standard Work
Day & Reporting Resolution.

The Town of Clarendon Highway Department has been awarded a full work
zone package by the New York State LTAP Center-Cornell Local Roads Program as part of a
grant from the NYS Governor’s Traffic Safety Committee. Work Zone Safety Equipment is
awarded top agencies who are in need of replacement equipment due to unforeseen circum-
stances.

Superintendent Chalker wrote a letter of application for the 2023 Work Zone Equipment Pack-
age Competition. This competition is for NYS highway and public works departments that
have lost, damaged or are in need of work zone equipment. This year’s grant from the Gover-
nor’s Traffic Safety Committee , allows the NYSLTAP-CLRP to purchase 28 work zone pack-
ages containing vests, hard hats, whistles, stop-slow paddles, roll up signs, sign stands and
cones. Each work zone package comes to just over $1,900. Five additional agencies will
obtain a set of safety vests, stop-slow paddles and whistles for their flaggers.

This year, the Clarendon Lions Club is celebrating 25 years of service!
Yes! The sausage sales, geranium sales — we even used to have a
section of 4t Section Road to keep clean! Have you wondered what
the Lion’s clubs are all about? Above all, we are here for you in a time
of need. Lions’ clubs are here to serve their communities, especially
for sight and hearing impairments. Helen Keller was the initiator of the
club, seeking help for her disabilities. Born in Tuscumbia, Alabama,
USA, in 1880, Helen Keller developed a fever at 18 months of
age that left her blind and deaf. With the help of an exceptional
teacher, Anne Mansfield Sullivan of the Perkins School for the
Blind, Helen Keller learned sign language and braille. A few
years later, she learned to speak. As an adult she became a
tireless advocate for people with disabilities. And in 1925, she
attended the Lions Clubs International Convention and chal-
lenged Lions to become "knights of the blind in the crusade
against darkness." The Lions accepted her challenge and our
work ever since has included programs aimed at preventable
blindness.

Our Lion’s club’s Don Knapp collected 646 pairs of glasses
this year from various collection sights. These glasses
are used to create new glasses for sight impaired peo-
ple.

We fund and entertain children (and adults!) at the Holley
Community center at Easter and other holidays.

We contribute thousands of dollars — that you've given
through our efforts — to various organizations centered
on blindness and health and welfare issues.

We have a Little Free Pantry at the Town Hall for those in
need of food in hard times.

We support our local businesses, including the Holley Free
Community Library. Here, our club President, Kevin
Johnson is donating funds to the library.
