Meeting Highlights - July 2023

HIGHWAY/WATER DEPARTMENT REPORT -

Superintendent Tracy Chalker reported the entire length of
Taylor Road has been chip sealed; as has Powerline Road between
Route 237 and South Holley, Route 237 to Lake Road and Hulberton
Road to Fancher Road. Second quarter water reads are complete.
Routine maintenance and checks are being performed. The Highway
Department continues to mow the town properties and the second road-
side mowing is near complete. Clarendon helped Barre, Shelby,
Gaines and Holley with projects thru the shared work program; they
helped Clarendon with chip sealing. Matt Campbell, Village of Holley
and Superintendent Chalker met with Monroe County Water Authority to
go over parts of our water system and they toured the Shoremont Plant
where our water comes from. Several deer carcasses were picked up
by the road and there was one burial at Hillside. Jaxson Shicker was
hired to seasonally work in Hillside Cemetery and the highway depart-
ment was closed for the week of fourth of July. Regarding the project
on the water pump house that was approved last month, the Amish
company did not have proper insurance; Superintendent Chalker gave
two additional proposals he received; Tim Gregoire at $9700.00 and
SSC General Contracting at $10,707.89. The board passed a motion to
accept the proposal from Tim Gregoire. Councilman Robinson asked if
the spigot/stem that sticks up on a lawn for the water tap-in can be low-
ered back to the ground level; Superintendent replied in the affirmative
and said for the resident to reach out to him.

PLANNING BOARD REPORT -

Planning Chairman Dave Griggs submitted the following writ-
ten report: 06-27-2023 (Regular meeting) Meeting canceled due to
insufficient agenda items. 07-11- 2023 (Regular Meeting) Precon-
ference for a potential business, Rick Kluth, 4577 County Line
Road. Planning Board members reviewed the proposal (internet sales).
Consensus agreement was that the applicant's best fit was as a Home
Occupation. After further review of Article VII, Section 704 it was deter-
mined that the business as proposed complied with the exception re-
quirements for a Home Occupation set forth in Article VII, Section704 H.
and as such would not be required to get a Special Use Permit at this
time. Applicant was informed that if at some point the business changed
that he would need to return and have it reviewed again. Modification
request to existing Certificate of Non-Conformance, OG Service &
Repair, 16179 East Lee Road, Rick Gallo. Mr. Gallo wishes to add
electronic waste collection to the current Certificate of Non-
Conformance. Planning Board members reviewed the NYSDEC Elec-
tronic Waste Collection Site Requirements. No significant issues were
noted. A motion was made, seconded and approved to add Electronic
Waste Collection to the Certificate of Non-Conformance with the follow-
ing conditions. Mr. Gallo shall provide documentation to OIO lerlan from
the DEC stating he is an approved collection site. Collection bins shall
be removed in a timely manner and the site shall remain in compliance
with DEC Electronic Waste Collection requirements at all times.

SD 23-02, pre-conference for a two (2) lot subdivision, Wayne
Schiavone, 4310 Bennetts Corners Road. tax id# 88.-3-28.11. Appli-
cant wishes to subdivide an existing parcel of 44.0497 acres by sepa-
rating an existing house and shop on one five (5) acre parcel, another
section of woodland on an eight (8) acre parcel both of which he will
retain. The remaining parcel to be available for sale. Survey maps were
not yet complete due to personnel delays. To expedite moving the ap-
plication forward in a timely manner the Planning Board members re-
viewed the application using Pictometry maps supplied by OIO lerlan.
No significant issues were noted with the proposal. Applicant requested

a waiver. A motion was made, seconded and approved to move from a
pre-conference to a formal. A motion was made, seconded and ap-
proved to approve subdivision contingent on the following items; Survey
maps to be created showing all pin markers, minimum of two (2) copies
supplied to OIlO lerlan, Deeds and survey maps for each parcel to be
filed with the Orleans County Clerk's Office.

HISTORIAN/HISTORICAL SOCIETY REPORT -

Historian Melissa lerlan submitted the following written report:
The Clarendon Historical Society met and filled its slate of officers and
trustees in June. We have also had a trustees meeting in July. There
are 4 programs scheduled so far. The first being tomorrow night at
7pm, featuring Pat Smith talking about the book she wrote about her
husband who was a World War 2 prisoner of war. In August we will
host Marlies DiFante again outside under the tent which will be there for
our annual town hot dog roast. The Orleans County Historical Associa-
tion will have a cemetery tour given by myself on August 6%. | am fin-
ishing up the restoration of 2 more historical markers. The county histo-
rian would like to update the book written years ago which features all
of the historical markers in the county. There have been many more
added since that time. Should be a fun project that will be done in time
for the Bicentennial of Orleans County.

SUPERVISOR REPORT -

Supervisor Dick Moy reminded those present that in August,
the town will have free music, hot dogs and drinks from 5PM-7PM at the
Historical Society Museum site and the board meeting will begin at 7PM
at the Town Hall.

CORRESPONDENCE -

Marchese Computer Products sent solicitation for their ser-
vices; all in agreement that Bill Downie at V2D can't be replaced! Orle-
ans County Treasurer has sent $99,804.56 in payment for plowing and
mowing county roads. Orleans County Treasurer has sent $1055.50 for
collection of Solid Waste/Recycling fees in 2023. Village of Holley has
sent a copy of its newsletter and the Murray Historical Society sent a
notice of its new project of putting together a book on the Holley March-
ing Bands and Color Guards from 1930 through 2023; they are request-
ing memories and photos for inclusion. The Town of Huntington has
sent a note of thanks for acknowledging the need for a voter’s identifica-
tion process during elections. New York State has sent payment of
$30,137.81 for 2022-2023 Snow & Ice costs. Second quarter sales tax
revenue was received from Orleans County in the amount of
$70,044.89. Correspondence was received from the County Board of
Elections with information about the 2024 elections, early voting and
budgeting information of approximately $300 per day per election in-
spector. Geico Insurance sent $4231.68 for damage to a fire hydrant in
May. Thank you notes for help from Melissa lerlan with help in ceme-
tery services were received.

OLD BUSINESS -

The Town Board accepted the proposed agreement from
HCH Enterprises in Warwick, RI to write seven grant application for the
town at a cost of $10,000; ARPA money will be used for this.

NEW BUSINESS -

The board approved the Independent Contractor/Consultant
Agreement with C.O.P. Security, Inc. to provide armed security services
for the town court for the year 2024. It was suggested that the Joint
Youth Recreation Commission form a 503(c) not for profit status and
still have the Village of Holley, Towns of Murray and Clarendon and the
Holley School District contribute funding as in the past. Supervisor Moy
is looking into the ramifications of such action; to be on August agenda.

“Friends to the end, that's what we will be,” Truer words were never spoken between Johnny and me.
We were more like brothers, since the day we were born. We played a thousand childhood games,
But our favorite, was Soldiers in the Corn.
