Meeting Highlights - July, 2024

The Board held a Public Hearing prior to the regular meeting
in July to consider a Cable Franchise Agreement with Charter/Spectrum
cable. Lauren Kelly, Director of State Government Affairs for Charter
Communications, locally known as Spectrum, stated that this agree-
ment is a formality; a renewal for the town. Pursuant to the NYS Public
Service Commission, Charter is trying to keep franchise agreements
current; renewed every 15 years. The agreement allows any cable
subscribers to carry service and gives Charter the right of way to main-
tain services. It allows Charter to provide the community with other
products, i.e. internet service. This area is known as the “Monroe hub”
and includes small parts of Orleans County. Ms. Kelly mentioned that
soon, a big split will be done, giving everyone one gauge speed internet
which will be faster, even during busy times of the day. Supervisor Moy
asked that if the town signs the agreement can it go with a different
provider if it wants. Ms. Kelly stated this is a non-exclusive agreement;
that the town can have any provider it wants to. This agreement is
proposed at 15 years, but the town can go down to ten years if it wants.
Ms. Kelly confirmed that if the town doesn’t sign, nothing will happen.
They are just trying to keep their franchise agreements current; that this
document will protect the municipality better than the old one; franchise
fee options cap at 5%. Councilman Robinson reviewed that the last
time the town collected a franchise fee, it was listed on the cable bills as
a Town of Clarendon tax. Ms. Kelly stated that is because the town
would have that money collected to use as it needs. Councilman Rob-
inson questioned any plan to extend the line. Ms. Kelly asked that the
town let her know what areas in town that don’t have service and want
it; that cost to install would be a cost share and that federal and state
money is becoming available. In Wayne County, Charter is hooking up
1200 houses (using ARPA money received) and will make that county
whole. Supervisor confirmed that the Orleans County Planning has
maps showing available internet routes. Ms. Kelly stated that would be
helpful and could have a local construction team come out and discuss
additional lines.

Resident Rich Williams asked about the senior citizen pro-
gram that used to provide service for $30.00. It was confirmed that the
Affordable Connectivity Program was a federal government program
and has been discontinued. Spectrum Internet Assist Program is avail-
able. Mr. Williams informed he pays $295/month for services; more
than his electric bill and is getting a $5.00 discount! Ms. Kelly gave Mr.
Williams a number to call regarding the Spectrum Assist and will email
information to the town clerk for the community.

Many residents were in attendance at the regular meeting to
discuss excessive noise and unsafe conditions in their neighborhood;
Upper Holley and Brown Schoolhouse Roads. It was presented to the
board that there are ATVs, dirt bikes, revving of engines, loud music,
explosions, shooting a fire arm randomly across the road into the woods
and racing up and down the road making it difficult to live peacefully;
that it has taken over the neighborhood. Law enforcement officials
have been contacted by many people in the community and there has
been no consequence to these actions. Explosions, not fireworks, were
described as shaking the ground under homes and dangerous high
speeds on the road were mentioned. Residents explained that even in
their home, they can't watch television or talk to each other over the
loud noise; that it is exceptionally excessive these days. Some are
respectful with their machines while riding through the neighborhood but
others dangerously tear up and down the road. Supervisor Moy will
contact the county sheriff and district attorney to set up a meeting with
concerned citizens.

HIGHWAY/WATER DEPARTMENT REPORT

Superintendent Tracy Chalker reported that the crew continues to mow
town properties and has helped with the Historical Society clean-up of
debris after the scout project at the museum barn. A water leak was
fixed at 5393 Holley Byron Road. Multiple trees have been cleaned up
that were down from the storms and two new water services were in-
stalled. Second quarter water readings have been done and routine
water system maintenance is continued. The County has been using
the boom mower on roadsides cutting brush back and the crew has
replaced two driveway culverts. The second roadside mowing is done.
Clarendon worked with Albion and Barre on work share projects for
their towns. Truck 405 has been taken in for repair of a broken spring.
Test holes were dug on Transit Road and bedrock was hit at 3'11”. The
crew grader paved Merrill Road between Glidden and Boots Roads with
the help of Barre and Shelby. Several dead deer have been picked up
roadside and there are over 50 stakeouts to be done this month. Two
burials were done at Hillside. The crew was off the week of July 4t so a
lot was done in three weeks’ time. Superintendent Chalker gave a
heads up to the community about work to be done in Clarendon in the
upcoming month. NYS will pave Route 31A from Route 98 to Hulberton
Road; the County will pave the south end of Upper Holley Road from
the county line to Glidden Road, South Holley Road from the county line
to Glidden Road and will be working on culvert replacement. The Town
will chip-seal the full length of Merrill Road and complete shoulder work;
will grader pave New Guinea Road from NYS Route 237 to Upper Hol-
ley Road and grader pave Brown Schoolhouse Road from Upper Hol-
ley Road east to the top of the hill where it keeps breaking up. The
town will fix a culvert crossing on Lake Road and try to do some work
on Elizabeth Drive. There is a lot of work planned for this next month.

CORRESPONDENCE

FEMA has sent Notice of flood insurance map and study 90-day appeal
period to the proposed flood hazard determinations. Revenue has been
received from Orleans County; $3492.67 for first roadside mowing and
$99,665.34 for 2024 plowing. Solid waste administration fee has been
received from Orleans County in the amount of $1051.50 and
$66,909.94 for sales tax revenue. MRB Engineering Group has sent
notice of formal retirement of engineer Paul Chatfield. Mr. Chatfield
served the town since 1994 with water and mapping projects, site plan
reviews and general consultations. NYSDEC has sent a copy of the
approved mining permit for Harrington Pit/Keeler Construction and
USDA Rural Development has sent notice of WIBA 14 review and fund-
ing update.

OLD BUSINESS

The town board gave approval to invest the water maintenance fee
($18.90) collected each water usage billing in the New York Coopera-
tive Liquid Assets Securities System (NYCLASS) at a current interest
rate of 5.22%. Many towns, fire districts and the county use this system
for investments. Supervisor Moy will open a new bank account for only
the water maintenance fees collected. Board members in agreement to
include non-exclusive language to the cable franchise agreement; item
will be on August agenda. Superintendent Chalker gave updated prices
to the board for the new plow truck.  The town board approved order-
ing a new Mack truck at $309,091.31. It was confirmed that no pay-
ment will be due until delivery of the truck; delivery is estimated two
years from date of order.

NEW BUSINESS

The Town Board amended the water district rules
and regulations to reinstate the $10 debt charge for
all hardship parcels; that hardship status will be
determined by the town board case by case. The
board authorized hardship status to a parcel owned
by Big O Farms listed as truck crops on Upper
Holley Road. The parcel is not in the Ag District
and has no formal road frontage; it is in the muck-
land with a laneway for access. The Town Board
approved the application for Out-of-District User in
WD #12 for Katherine Christ, Transit Road. Water
Superintendent Chalker will meet with Ms. Christ to
discuss her option of line and meter pit size. At the
request of Holley Mayor Bower, the board ap-
proved letting the Joint Youth Recreation program
keep Clarendon’s third of the aide/reimbursement
money for the youth programs. Board members
were in agreement to list the ambulance cost sepa-
rately on the 2025 town/county tax bill in January.
Supervisor will investigate the legal process need-
ed to do so.

Legislator Bill Eick reported the county being
busy with the many building projects. The Treasur-
er's Office should be moved into the old bank build-
ing the first part of August; Probation Department
will go into the Genesee Community College build-
ing within a week if it passes all inspections. The
District Attorney will be temporarily moved into the
old treasurer’s office while work is being done on
the public safety building. Then the DA’s office will
return to the public safety building. There is cur-
rently no future plan for the old treasurer's office
building. The Emergency Management Office
building final cost plan will be ready within a couple
of weeks; then will go out to bid. The plan is to
start the project in the late fall. At Supervisor's
request for additional sales tax revenue to the
towns, Legislator Eick reported that sales tax reve-
nue is down this year from last.

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NYS DEC FRESHWATER WETLANDS PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
OPEN ON PROPOSED REGULATIONS
The NYS DEC has released proposed regulations to protect freshwater wetlands across
the state. The draft regulations would safeguard an estimated one million additional

DEC. Wetlands are valuable areas to the people and environment of New York State,
known by many names such as marshes, swamps, bogs and wet meadows. New
York's Freshwater Wetlands Act was enacted in 1975 and modernized as part of the
2022-2023 Enacted State Budget. The proposed rule would take effect in January 2025
and clarify jurisdictional status of smaller wetlands of “unusual importance” that meet
one of 11 specific criteria contained in the newly amended Freshwater Wetlands Act. In
addition, the draft regulations provide a revised wetlands classification system and a process for the public to request and appeal
jurisdictional determinations. DEC encourages the public to review the proposed regulations and provide comments through Sep-
tember 19, 2024. There will be virtual and in-person public hearings in September that can be attended as well. The draft regula-
tions and hearing details can be accessed from the DEC’s website. Comments on the proposed regulation must be submitted in
writing and can be sent to: WetlandRegulatoryComents@dec.ny.gov with the subject line “Wetlands Part 664 Comments” or mailed
to NYSDEC, Attn: Roy Jacobson, Jr., bth Floor, 625 Broadway, Albany, NY 12233-4756.
